	Housekeeping while waiting for people to show up
	Get people to introduce themselves as well as ask about their Photoshop background and what they plan to use it for.

	00:10 – 00:20
	Open up Photoshop and show them the most common and useful tools, show them around the menus and the screen layout. Explain the general functionality of layers (without too much detail on blending options etc). Tell them how the brush opacity and flow parameters work as well as how to pick different brushes. 


	Keep explanations simple, when explaining layers explain them as blank plastic sheets that were used with the old school projectors so they understand easier, mention that cakes have layers too, everyone loves cake.

	00:20– 00:30
	Get the participants to write their name in 3 different ways (one with the brush tool, one with the text tool and one just by using a combination of shapes) on 3 separate layers. 
	Walk around as they do the exercise to make sure everyone is on track before moving on to next step.  Get them to try different brush and font settings as well. Make sure that the shape tool is set on pixels as well

	Explain what smart objects are and how they work, why they are good to use in regards to filters and resizing.
	Point out that smart objects are different files all together, therefore can be opened separately and edited separately.

	Filter exercise. Using the names they just created, get them to convert each to a separate smart object and let them play around with the filters to find the effects they like.
	Get them to use the name exercise as a basis for experimenting to save from time, they will get a chance to use them on proper images during the next exercise

	00:50 – 01:00
	Show the participants how to import images, change image and canvas sizes. Use the selection and shape tool to create borders.
	Also mention the drag and drop method when importing/opening new images and how it works depending on where on the Photoshop interface they drag it to

	Collage exercise
	Make sure that they “Place” the images into the canvas rather than opening.

	01:10 – 01:20
	Show how to use the quick select tool. And how to turn that into a mask.
	Re-emphasise the use of opacity and flow to get varied effects that can better suit the project they have in mind. 


	Import the files provided in the folder and select and mask

	01:20 – 01:30
	Get them to create a new file and tell them about the dpi and what to set it to. Tell them about the difference between RGB and CMYK and why CMYK is better for printing. Show them how to set the proper page size for a postcard. After this is done, get them to start creating a postcard from a place that they want to go the most (Bahamas, Hawaii, Alaska, Mars, Neverland, Middle Earth etc).
	Remind them to experiment with different brushes to get grungy or fun little effects on their images. Also make sure they download their images into the exercise folder
	They will mainly use the internet to get themselves images of the places they want to go the most. Refer back to the handout for reminders on some of the tool descriptions

	
	01:30 – 01:40
	Movie scene Exercise Continues
	Make sure they already have their images downloaded and imported into their scene by now. If they are having difficulty, get them to use one of the images that were already in the exercise folder
	Use the blending folder images marked TUTOR

	01:40 – 01:50
	Time to save out. Explain file formats and show the Save for Web tool. Show them the dpi, how to set it for printing etc and what file formats are better suited for printing.
	Every file format has different settings, explain the setting briefly but let them use the defaults for their first saves to keep it simple.

	8
	01:50 – 02:00
	Show them a few websites to get stock, patterns, fonts. Show them the Adobe website and talk about the opportunities to get cheap Photoshop. Also talk to them about giving feedback on the course and refer them to the feedback form and give them time to ask questions. 
	Point out that not all the free things on the internet are for commercial use. Some fonts and brushes specifically say that they may only be downloaded for personal use unless they purchase the license. Also point out copyright on images 
	Internet for showing the free resources available online and the link to the feedback form.
