· Demo

· Mask things you don’t want painted off

· Must leave barrel tip orange! (So nobody mistakes it for a real weapon)
· Safety  (Don’t aim the spray can at anyone, use eye wear)
	Use protective eye wear.
Give freedom to decide which parts get painted or not.

	20 mins
	Take barrel / Plunger apart
· Barrel tip, pry off (not easy). Can show to make it easier to take off if there is time.

· Remove the top bit, purely cosmetic

· Air restrictor, pry off plunger tube.
· Twist two smaller pieces of the air restrictor apart (potentially tricky)

· Snip out the pointy bit (may reduce accuracy)
	Make sure to demonstrate the safest way to do this. Make sure to inform that all of these modifications are optional, some more effective than others.
	

	7
	20 mins
	Plastimake
· Fill Holes

· Make Spring blocker
	Make super sure than the plunger still fits and that you can cock the weapon.

	Detail Painting
· Demo

· Let dry
	Be sparse with paint. Light strokes.

	Put everything back together

· Make sure they work
